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SANG Arrival Point: New orientation/information point with 
paths links to Grove Wood, Llewellin Wood, Upton House 
Gardens, the shoreline and main car park. 

Path linking new SANG area with Gardens and 
Concession Area: utilising existing maintenance yard; part 
of which will be returned to lawn for public use. Additional 
planting will soften views into the yard.

Potential Extension of Play Trail (subject to available 
funding): Natural play space and picnic area set within 
parkland trees.
